
Animal Waste Disposal Procedure at SUNY ESF

Is the animal waste free from:
Human Infectious Material 

Hazardous Chemicals (ex. Toxic, Corrosive, Flammable) 
Controlled Substances (ex. Regulated Drugs)

Animal waste can be disposed in the trash, but must meet all of the following conditions:
• All animal waste must be double bagged in heavy duty, dark colored bags.
• The bags must be sealed to hold contents and prevent the release of odors.
• The bags must be of sufficient strength to securely hold the contents during handling and transport to 

the landfill.
• There CANNOT be any free-flowing liquids. Free liquids must be absorbed.
• Bags must not exceed 30 pounds.

The Grounds Department prefers to pick up animal waste directly from laboratory/classroom spaces. Please 
consult with Mike Vargason – mvargason@esf.edu x 6952 to schedule a pickup.
Waste should not be dropped off at the loading dock without prior approval.
